MEASUREMENT DEVICES: MEASURING TAPE AND CALLIPER

-Measuring tape. This device has a mobile lip at the end which comes  out when we measure the outside of an object and is pushed back into its place when we measure the inside of it.  

-Calliper.

The calliper is a ruler  which has been added to another ruler and slides on top of it (calliper), and so it allows us to take very small measures.

Use: the measurement in millimetres is that which corresponds to the line which is before the point where the zero of the calliper is situated. The measurement in tenths or hundredths of a millimetre is read on the calliper on the line which just coincides with one line on the fixed ruler.
